Join the Judafest street festival in Kazinczy street!

Budapest will host the Judafest street festival, organised for the fourth year, on Sunday, June 5. Visitors are invited to join us in Kazinczy street, the heart of the one-time Jewish ghetto, and take in the lively atmosphere of bazaars, Jewish food and music, and family programmes, which are in the offing from morning till dusk.

On the first Sunday of June, Judafest once again lightens up the day in Kazinczy street, which was once the site of a Kosher meat factory, a brass works, a card-painting workshop, a burnishing workshop and several other bustling shops. This exciting space will host the festival featuring Jewish gastronomic delights, Judaica gifts, arts and crafts, exhibitions, book sales, free concerts and many other interesting programmes. A section of Kazinczy street, between Dob street and Kiraly street, will be occupied by the festivities.
Rabbis will be available to answer questions from the public and Jewish humour will be showcased in Peter Janklovics’s stand-up comedy act. The music programme highlights the world-famous Budapest Klezmer Band and a concert by the Shuk band from Israel. Families with children will be welcome to join in the Jewish Hora dancing, play games of skill or be entertained by a children’s choir and listen to a concert with a story, which introduces the Hebrew alphabet through the adventures of Sári and Samu.

One of the new features of this year’s Judafest is the chance for civil organisations to present themselves in an interactive way. The civil casino will give a presentation of the colourful world of Hungarian Jews while offering visitors a chance to win chips and put them into play at a unique roulette table and trade in the winnings for some great prizes.
Linked to the Judafest for the first time this year, the Community FunRun is on the programme. Besides getting fit, attending organisations can extend a donation to the charity of their choice. The Hungarian FunRun race is organised by the Maccabi VAC sports club.
